The Doctrine of Creation 
By Eddie Spencer 

 

What does the Bible say about Creation? Is there a conflict between the Bible’s view of origins and Science? How does 
the Christian respond to the claims of naturalism and macro-evolution? Why consume our intellectual time and energy on such 
questions?  Let’s begin with this last question. 

 

Why do we need to think seriously about the doctrine of Creation? First, we are called to be a thinking people. “By 
faith we understand that the universe was formed at God’s command, so that what is seen was not made out of what was 
visible” (Heb 11:3). We are called to a faith that seeks understanding not a faith that accepts blindly.  Biblical faith is not a blind 
leap! 

Second, we need to know what the Scriptures teach. The first three chapters of Genesis are not only foundational to a 
Christian worldview, but Genesis 1-3 teaches two of the major events in God’s narrative of the world – the Creation and the Fall 
of humanity. These two original events are the backdrop for the rest of Scripture and the course of human history. 

 

The third reason we need to think hard about the doctrine of creation is Naturalism. Naturalism is the atheistic 
evolutionary view of the origin of the universe and humanity. It is not only antithetical to the Bible, but it is erroneously 
accepted as scientific fact in most schools, colleges and universities in America. Christians need to be able to respond. “But in 
your hearts set apart Christ as Lord. Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the 
hope that you have. But do this with gentleness and respect” (1 Pe 3:15). 

 

 Biblical Christians cannot capitulate to our culture’s insistence on a divide between faith and fact. This world tries to 
deceive people into thinking that scientific facts are facts, matters of religious beliefs and moral virtues are personal 
preferences; therefore, science and faith have nothing to do with each other.  So the question is how do we respond to people 
who propose such an unbridgeable chasm between science and the Bible? 

 

First, there is no conflict between science and the Bible because the same God who created the universe has 
revealed Himself in the Scriptures. Christians should embrace the scientific enterprise because God created the natural laws 
and the constants of the universe which make the universe so glorious. Historically, many of the brightest scientists have 
explored and sought scientific discovery in order to revel in the glories of the God of creation.  They understood that “The 
heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of his hands” (Ps 19:1). 

 

Second, we must understand the purpose of the Bible.  The Bible is God’s perfect revealed truth but not His 
comprehensive truth about the origin of the universe and humanity. It was never intended to be a scientific textbook. When 
Genesis was written, there was no “culture wars” or a “Creation vs. Evolution” debate. In fact, Genesis 1-2 quickly moves from 
the God who created all things out of nothing to the same God who entered into a unique relationship with man, the crown of 
His creation. Genesis 1-2 is a panoramic view, not a scientific view of creation. The essence of God’s Creation revealed in Genesis 
1-2 is that God created all things, ex-nihilo (out of nothing) and He created all things good and for His glory. 

 

Third, the conflict is not between the Bible and science but between the biblical view of creation and atheistic 
naturalism. It is this conflict  that deserves our serious contemplation. The conflict is not between the Bible and science, but 
between the God of the Bible and naturalism (which embraces a godless macro-evolution). So how must Christians respond to 
these two competing worldviews? Is the Bible’s declaration, “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth” (Gen 1:1) 
true or is Carl Sagon, who declared ‘the cosmos is all there is and will ever be” right?  

 

 Primarily, our defense of truth is the Bible. Yet the Bible is not the only source of truth that denies the claims of 
naturalism and macro-evolution. Many scientists, both Christians and non-Christian alike, are calling into question Darwinian 
evolution.  

 

For example, if the origin of the Universe is purely naturalistic, where did the original materials that resulted in the 
natural world come from? Evolutionists have historically conjectured that the original matter which exploded and then evolved 
from lower life forms into higher life forms was the result of a phenomenon referred to as “spontaneous generation”. 
Spontaneous generation claims that there was no-thing which became something.  

 

The problem is there is no empirical evidence for spontaneous generation.  Francis Collins, a Christian and the head of 
the Human Genome Project, says, “I can’t imagine how nature, in this case the universe, could have created itself. The very fact 
that the universe had a beginning implies Someone, outside of Nature, began it.”  

 

Some atheistic evolutionists are now backing off the theory of “spontaneous generation.” A rather new scientific 
theory, “String Theory”, now speculates that the original matter which exploded in a “Big Bang,” came from a parallel universe. I 
think of Malcolm Muggeridge’s comment, “We have educated ourselves into imbecility.”  
 

The Scripture says, without hint of sarcasm, “The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the 
godlessness and wickedness of men who suppress the truth by their wickedness, since what may be known about God is plain to 
them, because God has made it plain to them. For since the creation of the world God’s invisible qualities—his eternal power and 
divine nature—have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are without excuse” (Rom 1:18-
20).

Guadalajara Mission Trip Report

During the week of August 6-13, I had the privilege, along with Russ and Ann McAllister, of going down to Guadalajara 
Mexico to encourage our missionaries Juan Carlos and Ruth Bonilla.  The following is a report from our time there.  To God be 
the glory for the great things he is doing in the Mexican Church! 

Our time in Guadalajara was better than I ever imagined.  Our trip was fun, well-planned and safe, but more 
importantly it was full of Christ’s presence.  We left this beautiful city with our hearts filled with love for the Savior and our 
souls stretched by the ministry there.   

Our English Camp was a huge success as we were able to interact with 16 children and also build relationships with 
many families in this community who didn’t know Christ.  Each day at the camp we did skits, sang songs, made crafts, played 
games, ate snacks and much more.  It was a blast building relationships with the kids and trying to teach them English.   

Our lessons were built around the theme of vacation.  We taught the kids English words concerning taking a 
vacation to the city, to the mountains and to the beach.  Some of the kids attend a bilingual school in Guadalajara and loved 
practicing their English skills with us.  At the closing program for the camp, all the parents of the children came and we gave 
the children diplomas and had them share some of their new English words and several of the English songs they had 
learned.  We enjoyed a great meal together and watched a movie that Juan Carlos made of the camp activities.  The parents 
were so impressed with our program and wanted to talk more about why we were here from the States.  During the dinner 
we not only were able to have conversations about the camp, but also to talk about our relationship with Christ and what it 
means to embrace Christ in our hearts by faith. 

The relationships that we have built with the people of Guadalajara are rich and meaningful.  Juan Carlos and Ruth 
have been building relationships with many people throughout this city with the aim of seeing Christ formed in them.  These 
people are neighbors, plumbers, gardeners, students, and young professionals.  During the week we visited many of these 
people’s homes and they welcomed us with open arms, often wanting us to stay for hours and bringing us all sorts of food 
and drinks.  These friends were also eager to try out their English with us and invited us to practice our Spanish.  I cannot 
believe how many of them told us that their home was now our home and they meant it.  We invited all of these folks to 
come to our movie night the final night of our trip.  We planned a big dinner, played some games and watched the movie 
“Fireproof.”  During this movie the Gospel is clearly presented in the midst of a story about a struggling marriage.  All of our 
new friends were glued to the screen while we watched the movie.  After the movie everyone was so grateful and 
commented on how meaningful it was.  Our team went to bed that night praying for all of these new friends by name with 
love in our hearts. 

We left Guadalajara knowing that the seeds of God’s Word had been planted, and that Juan Carlos and Ruth will 
continue to water and fertilize these Gospel seeds with their lives.  My confident hope for this trip is that when I return in the 
future the unbelieving friends I have made here will be growing disciples of Jesus Christ and faithful members of this new 
church plant.  I left in confidence that Christ is building his church in Guadalajara and the gates of hell will not overcome it!
